HOMELAND: Northern Sarawak in East Malaysia
POPULATION: 10,000 (est. 2015)

LANGUAGE: Penan

RELIGION: Animism, Protestantism, Catholicism
EVANGELICAL BELIEVERS: 0.3% (est. 2015)
SCRIPTURE: New Testament

CHRISTIAN RADIO: None

GENERAL: The Penan are generally hunter-gatherers well-versed with the jungle.
Most of them have settled in remote longhouses with a small minority still leading their
traditional nomadic lifestyle. The Penan face the serious prospect of losing their
ancestral lands to logging activities and dam projects. While spiritual breakthroughs
have occurred, nominalism and inadequate discipling of the younger generation are
areas of concern for the Penan churches.

“The PENAN will call upon the Lord, and He will answer them; He will

be with them in trouble, He will deliver them and honour them. With

long life will He satisfy the PENAN and show them His salvation.”
